Student Drop-off/Pick-up Procedures

****CAR RIDERS/DAYCARE***

We ask that our parents follow these
guidelines to insure that every student
has a safe arrival and dismissal:

In order to increase the safety of all of our students and
adults entering and leaving the building each day, all
students will be required to be dropped-off and picked-
up through the car rider line. Parking at the front and
East end of the building and walking children to and
from the entrances will not be allowed. We would like
to prevent children and adults walking through the path
of cars or buses on the property at any time.

Staff members will be present outside beginning at 8:30
a.m. each morning for student drop-off. Please do not
release your children until a staff member signals the
beginning of our process. Students will not be counted
tardy until 8:40 a.m. Our afternoon pick-up procedures
will begin at 3:30 p.m. If you are in a hurry, you are en-
couraged to be at or near the front of the line and we
will implement our dismissal procedures as quickly and
safely as possible for all.
